Areas of Research and Specialization 
 

1. – My research moved from a study of the “presence” of Kant in Martin Heidegger’s thought, 
from its origins up to Being and Time, with particular attention to the connections between the 
fundamental issues of metaphysics and the epistemic paradigms of critical-transcendental nature. In 
an international context, at a time when the study of Heidegger’s thought was normally carried out 
as an interpretive and speculative exercise, my research soberly sought to consider this author’s 
production as a field of historical research. This angle allowed me to investigate the genetic, 
contextual, and evolutionary dimensions of his works. This led to my book Il Fenomeno dell'Essere. 
Fenomenologia e Ontologia in Heidegger [The Phenomenon of Being. Phenomenology and Ontology 
in Heidegger] (1984), which focuses on the relationship between Heidegger and Husserl in light of 
Heidegger’s Marburg courses from the Twenties. These lecture courses began to be published in the 
Seventies and I was one of the first scholars to study them systematically. 

Furthermore, I reread the “second” and the “last” Heidegger as a “phenomenological” thinker, 
an approach that differs considerably from standard readings. In reference to this reinterpretation, I 
point to my other book, Heidegger. Storia e Fenomenologia del Possibile [Heidegger. History and 
Phenomenology of the Possible] (1992, revised and expanded ed. in 2003). 

I also wrote on Heidegger’s thought as a moment of appropriation with regard to some 
relevant moments of history of philosophy. This was not to defend Heidegger’s interpretation, but to 
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critically test their potential and effects in the contemporary debates around these authors. To this 
end, I authored the monograph Libertà dell’uomo e necessità dell’essere. Heidegger interpreta 
Schelling [Man’s Freedom and Being’s Necessity. Heidegger interprets Schelling] (1988), edited the 
volume Heidegger e i Medievali [Heidegger and Medieval Thought] (2001), and wrote numerous 
articles on Heidegger and Augustine, Aristotle, Paul, Thomas Aquinas, Suárez, Nietzsche. I also 
edited the Italian edition of Heidegger’s conference “Linguaggio tramandato e linguaggio tecnico” 
[“Überlieferte Sprache und technische Sprache”] (1992, 1997) and in recent years sought to condense 
my findings in a volume that stands as an introduction to this author, published by il Mulino: 
Heidegger (2013). A widely revised and enriched edition with new chapters, including a chapter on 
the “Black Notebooks,” was published under the title Introduzione a Heidegger (il Mulino, 2017). 
 

2. – A second research focus concerns Kant’s philosophy, in particular the relationship 
between his “critique of metaphysics” (which he dismissed as “Schulmetaphysik”) and his new 
elaboration of a “metaphysics as critique”. I continued Ada Lamacchia’s studies, placing particular 
attention on the strategic role of the philosophy of religion in Kant’s thought. I developed this side of 
his oeuvre not merely as an ancillary application or a collateral consequence of critical philosophy, 
but as crucial moment proving the whole of transcendental thought. In this, I did not limit myself, as 
normally happens, to Kant’s essay “Religion within the Boundaries of Mere Reason” (1793), but 
went back to the “Lectures of Philosophical Doctrine of Religion” (1783-84), which I also translated 
into Italian (1988). There Kant takes on the rational theology of some authors of the German 
Enlightenment such as Wolff, Baumgarten, and Eberhard, no longer reinterpreting it in a theoretical 
sense, but in a moral one. My attention to Kant’s works then led to several essays and lectures in Italy 
and abroad, and moreover to a new Italian translation of Critica della ragion pura [Critique of Pure 
Reason] (2004) in which I edited a very wide “Lessico della ragion pura” [“Lexicon of Pure Reason”] 
that also includes the scholastic origin of many of the categories of critical philosophy.  

 
 3. – A third research path has been focusing on the metaphysics of Francisco Suarez, the 
theologian who, between the 16th and 17th centuries, marked the passage from scholasticism to 
“modern” ontology, both in the conceptual lexicon and in the new order of the fields of knowledge. 
Taking into consideration also Jean-François Courtine’s surveys, I insist on a "noetic" transformation 
of Suarez’s metaphysics, born as an epistemological re-foundation of Christian theology in the 
Baroque period but which was then accepted as a standard solution even in systems of thought not 
theologically oriented (from Descartes to Wolff and Kant). The textual basis of these studies is the 
Latin-Italian edition, with introduction and notes, of the first three "Disputationes metaphysicae" by 
Suárez that I edited in 1996 (second ed. 2007). My studies on Suárez, which were published as several 
articles and essays in Italy and abroad, allowed me to elaborate the hypothesis of a “history of 
metaphysics” as a historiographical perspective, rather than as a doctrinal or ideological one. This 
reformulation of the concept of a history of metaphysics allowed me to go back through some 
principal concepts and authors of the history of philosophy, which resulted, among other things, in 
the creation and direction (with Pasquale Porro) of the journal Quaestio, the Yearbook of the History 
of Metaphysics, starting in 2001. In particular, I edited the following volumes: n. 1: “Heidegger and 
Medieval Thought”; n. 2: “Causality”; n. 3: “Existence”; n. 4: “Experience”; n. 6: “Augustine and the 
Augustinian Tradition”; n. 7: “Matter”; n. 9: “Origins and Developments of Ontology, 16th-21st 
Century”; n. 12: “Intentionality and Reality”; n. 17: "Is There Such a Thing as ‘Baroque 
Philosophy’?"; n. 18: "Francisco Suárez and the Foundations of Political Authority". 
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4. – Finally, I have been giving particular attention to the didactics of the history of philosophy 
at the academic and high school levels. I am co-author (along with  Pasquale Porro) of a textbook 
published in 2009 by Laterza in Bari, with the title Filosofia (vol. 1. Antica e medievale [Ancient and 
Medieval]; vol. 2. Moderna [Modern]; vol. 3. Contemporanea [Contemporary]; third ed. published 
in 2016 under the title I mondi della filosofia: vol. 1: Dalle origini alla Scolastica [From the Origins 
to Scholastic Philosophy]; vol. 2: Dall’Umanesimo all’Idealismo [From Humanism to Idealism]; vol. 
3. Dalla crisi dell’Idealismo ai giorni nostri [From the Crisis of Idealism to the Present Day].  

 
Other books soon to be published include:

Carocci, forthcoming), which focuses on the philosophical attempt on the part of some Jesuit 
authors working between the 16th and 17th centuries (Bellarmine, Molina, Suarez, Vazquez, 
Fonseca, G. de Valencia, Lessio, and others) who redefined the foundations of metaphysics, 
theology, anthropology, gnoseology, and the philosophy of right. They did so, on one hand, 
to oppose the “Lutheran” tendencies of their day and, on the other, to counter the “Pelagian” 
ones, in particular on essential issues such as the oppositions Nature/Supernatural, 
Freedom/Grace, Natural Right/Positive Right, etc.
